OPTIONS REGARDING THE GOAL/INITIATIVE AND PERFORMANCE MEASURES
The workgroup may wish to have SAO report back June 2008 on the number of businesses certified as eligible for tax credits and 
request performance measurements on maintaining coverage for employees of small businesses.  

During the period of July through October 2007, the Insure Montana program added approximately 24 businesses to the program for a 
one-time tax credit with unused funds transferred to the program from the purchasing pool by the board.  Additionally, renewal paperwork
was mailed to all participating businesses on September 18, and due back by October 31.  When these renewals are processed, 
program staff will determine if any or all of the 24 one-time tax credit businesses can be added to the program on an ongoing basis.  The 
renewals will be processed by mid-January 2008 to allow mailing of the tax credit certificats by 1/31/08.  Staff is also in contact with 
businesses as they report changes to their policy enrollments, and adjusts the business tax credits accordingly.
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
